A MESSAGE FROM THE DEPUTY PRINCIPAL

Dear Parents,

"Dear friends, celebrating the Sacrament of Reconciliation means being enfolded in a warm
embrace: it is the embrace of the Father’s infinite mercy.” Pope Francis

From the beginning Jesus’ followers used to meet, to listen to stories about his life, to pray and to
do what Jesus did by sharing bread and wine in memory of him. In these special meals they
celebrated that Jesus lived on with them. In the many centuries since Jesus’ death and
resurrection, Catholic Christians have developed seven special signs of Jesus’ living on with us -
we call these the seven sacraments. For Catholics, Reconciliation is the sacrament Catholics
celebrate after Baptism and at Holy Child Primary School, this happens for students in Year
Three.

The Sacrament of Reconciliation celebrates something that Catholic people believe is always with
s ... God’s love and forgiveness. Reconciliation is a sacrament of healing and forgiveness.

Once Jesus was in a certain place praying, and when he had finished, one of his disciples said,
‘Lord, teach us to pray, just as John taught his disciples.’ He said to them, ‘Say this when you pray:

Father, may your name be held holy,

your kingdom come;

give us each day our daily bread,

and forgive us our sins,

for we ourselves forgive each one who is in debt to us.
And do not put us to the test.

In our tradition of faith, the Catholic tradition, we believe
in forgiveness. In Matthew'’s Gospel, Jesus tells his
disciples that God loves and forgives us and that we
should do the same. In the Lord’s Prayer (Our Father), we
pray for God to forgive us just as we forgive others. In
being forgiven, we are able to more fully appreciate the
liberating love of our gracious God.

We ask for continued prayers for our Reconciliation
candidates who are celebrating this sacrament next
Wednesday, 24 May at 6:00pm.
